With benevolent help 
and supports from families and professions of all fields, NCS has since 
grown to encompass diverse programs consisting of over 150 students 
with current enrollment and 16 dedicated teachers. We have found our 
home at the current location of H. G. Hill Middle School. 
 
For almost two decades, NCS carries on the mission of enriching the 
Nashville community with the profound beauty and inspiration of 
Chinese heritage. We offer Mandarin classes as well as Chinese arts and 
culture classes of different interests. We are open on Saturdays from 8:30
